Dear Parishioners 
 

On Ash Wednesday a new session of the Arise program 
begins and runs for six weeks.  If you want to do something 
really positive during the Lenten Season, I invite you to 
become involved in this program.  Those in the program 
meet once a week and reflect on a passage of Scripture. 
Each person if they wish can share their reflections with the 
rest of the group which consists of 6 or 7 persons.  This 
format helps one to deepen their personal relationship with 
Christ.

We must take care that we don’t live these next six weeks 
like the other weeks of the year.  Now we are in a special 
kind of “training” — we are redoubling our efforts to learn 
what gospel living means.  Extra time faithfully spent in 
prayer, emptying ourselves through fasting so we hunger 
for God, being attentive to others—this is how we die to 
ourselves and live faithfully the gospel. 
 
Because our own transformation deepens our relationships, 
good choices for Lenten practices are those that really 
change us, and not just during Lent.  In other words, simply 
“giving up’ something and forgetting about the practice 
when Lent is over doesn’t really help us do what the gospel 
is asking of us.  Our Lenten penance must be directed to 
transformation (conversion) of self that lasts beyond Lent.  
Transformation makes a difference in our lives and rela-
tionships.

ABSTINENCE—Catholics over 14 years of age are 
bound to the obligation of abstinence. Abstinence is 
to be observed on Ash Wednesday (Feb. 17) and on 
all Fridays of Lent. On days of abstinence, meat may 
not be used at all. 

 
FAST—Catholics over 18 and up to the beginning 
of their 60th year are bound to the obligation of fast-
ing. Ash Wednesday (Feb. 17) and Good Friday 
(April 2) are the days of fasting. On these days, only 
one full meal is allowed. Two other meatless meals, 
sufficient to maintain strength, may be taken accord-
ing to each one’s needs, but together they should not 
equal another full meal. Eating between meals is not 
permitted, but liquids, including milk and fruit juices 
are allowed. 

ASHES—“The ashes we receive on our forehead 
in the shape of a cross serve as an outward sign 
of our sinfulness and need for penance. The 
ashes also symbolize our mortality, a reminder 
that one day we will die and our bodies will re-
turn to dust. Hence the traditional words, 
“Remember that thou art dust and unto dust 
thou shalt return.”            www.americancatholic.org

 Rice Bowls— Religious Education children will be 
participating in the traditional Rice Bowls program 
which is sponsored by Catholic Relief Services.  
 

Parishioners might like to consider sharing in the La-
bels Are For Jars Lent Program, the anti-hunger or-
ganization, which raises money to feed hungry people 
(75% children)  through the Cor Unum Meal Center in 
Lawrence. Cor Unum currently serves around 200,000 
meals a year and enjoys wide support throughout the 
Archdiocese.  The Labels Lent program includes an 
information sheet, a day-by-day Lent guide and a cut-
off label that you may attach to jars for your almsgiv-
ing.

The Labels program is not replacing the CRS time-
honored program; rather it is another venue to help our 
brothers and sisters locally as a Lenten observance. 

New Location—Cathedral of the Holy Cross, Bos-
ton - The Conferences were blessed the past two 
years with the generosity of Boston College in allow-
ing us to utilize Conte Forum. The hospitality, profes-
sionalism and care of the BC staff inspired our confer-
ence team. We decided to move to the Cathedral this 
year to: (a) lower our costs so that we can lower ticket 
prices; (b) allow the Women's Conference to be on a 
Saturday; (c) encourage Catholics to experience the 
Cathedral - a true gem of the Catholic Church in New
