ticipating in a workshop on The New Roman Missal.
On the First Sunday of Advent 2011, “The Order of
Mass” as we know it will be changed. The reform of the
Vatican II Liturgy began about twenty years ago with
Pope John Paul, II and has continued with Pope Bene-
dict, XVL

Those of us who lived through the changes of the Sec-
ond Vatican Council assumed we would not have any
other major changes in our lifetime, however we were
incorrect.. The translations of the Roman Missal will
seem very foreign to us as Americans. We are about to
return to the original Latin sources of the Mass. Most
of the prayers in the new Missal come from the pre-
reformation period. We are getting up close with the
ancient voice of the church with most of the prayers
coming from the fathers of the church in the early cen-
turies. As you may have noticed, I have most of the
prayers of the present Mass memorized. The new
changes will be a great challenge for me as I will need
to pay attention to detailed changes in the new transla-
tion.

Cardinal George of Chicago has stated that “Obedience
to the Liturgy is obedience to the Church”. 1 guess I
need to be more obedient to the new translations.

As members of our faith community we will work to-
gether to have a full, conscious and active participation
in the liturgy. The new translations will convey the
form, meaning and beauty of the original Latin Mass.

Good liturgy is when people feel closer to God going
out the door of the church than when we came in. Let us
work and pray together so that our worship is dynamic
and pleasing to God.

I will do my best to provide an adequate catechesis to
all of our parishioners regarding the upcoming changes
in the Mass.
